12/13 April1997

Afteratwenty-six hourflightwe arrived atSydney feeli ng abitworse forwearbutstillwait-
ing eagerly to reach Coff©sHarbourand on to W oolgoolga ,anothernine hoursfurtherdown 
the coastby coach.Afterproblem s w ith the Greyhound c oach booking,we had a
furtherten hourdelay so we decided to check-outSydne y.Firststop Sydney Aquarium  to
fam iliarizeourselves w ith the Australian fish specie s.Large nurse sharks and shoalsofsnap-
per,kingfish and jewfish took oureyebutlurking in th e back ofourm inds,the shark situa-
tion in thispartofthe world.

Finallywe reached ourdestination,Lakeside Caravan Pa rk,W oolgoolga and 
afterfalling into bed,we awoke fourhourslatergeared up ready forashoredive.Just
attem pting to getinto the sea was dangerous enough w i th high rolling waves,we swam  out
to W oopiReefabouthalfan hour©sswim .Ihad broughtam irr ored-flasher(fish attracting 
device)which we setouton the seaward point.Im m ediate ly the baitfish wereattracted.
Am ongstthe species we saw thatday wereshovel-nosed shark.surgeon fish,huge rays,flat-
heads and large blue grouper.W e had decided beforeh and notto shootany fish 
indiscrim inatelyuntilwe had spoken to som eone aboutw hatand whatnotto shoot.A good 
decision as we m etup laterw ith Dave Birch,organizero fthe event,who inform ed us that
blue grouperwereillegalto spear.W e slowlygotinto the swing ofthings and m eeting up 
w ith localdiverswas agreathelp.

The nextday we headed outto North W estSolitary Island w ith Dave Birch in hisboat.
Barrym anaged to speartwo m ackereltuna,one ofsix kilos  inweight-onlyone kilo shortof
the Australian record forthisspecies whileIlanded af ive kilo trivially.Afterm eeting up
with Ray Schm idt,the currentholderofthe 
Australian black m arlin record (100 kilos),he invited us to fish w ith him on an offshore
pinnacle,30 m iles outto sea.W ith the aid ofhisG PS we pi n-pointed iteasily.Ray and m y-
selfwerethe firsttwo diversin the waterready to go.Af terfive m inutes,the pinnacleap-
peared from  the blue water,asm allarea10 m etres by 20 m etres,15 m etres from  the 
surface,dropping offsharply into the blue.W hatasight! A huge shoalofbig-eye trevally
circled us and underneath them ,barelyvisible,werethe  big kingfish we had come to find.
W ithin an hourwe had landed threelarge fish,the larg estbeing 13 kilos.Barryhad hitabig-
gerfish butittook offlike arocketholing-up around 30 m etres.W e had som e scuba gear
aboard the boatso Barrygeared-up with atank and wentto retrieve hisspear.
Unfortunately the fish,around 15 kilo had broken freea nd disappeared into the deep water
below.

Blue W aterClassic-FirstDay
Afterassem blyand signing-on,the boatsleftW oopiBeach  at7am  with halfan hourbeing 
allowed fortravelling tim e to reach the destination chosen by each diver.Therewas asouth-
erlyw ind,force5 reaching force6 by the end ofthe com p etition,visibilitywas bad butin
som e places,was around 15 m etres.Fabio Antoninilanded  a24 kilo spanish 
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m ackerelearlyon in the com petition and Gerald Lim lande d a20 kilo jjewfish which he shot
inonlyseven m etres ofwater.M any large kingfish were weighed-in,up to the 16 kilo m ark.
Edward Haym an,the SouthAfrican took one yellow-tailed  kingfish of16.5 kilo.As the weigh-
in cam e to an end,an auction was held forthe saleofthe  fish w ith the m oney being donated to
various charities.Signing-offwas at2pm ,acom petition  ofseven hoursin total.The m ajority
ofthe large fish weretaken from  the SouthSolitarySp litIsland.A difficultfirstday in diffi-
cultconditions.Greg Pickering,one ofAustralia©sbest divershad disappointm entin failing to
catch anything atall.Equally,
disappointm entforRob Torelli,five tim es Australiaope n cham pion who weighed-in onlyone 
sm alldolphin fish.One com petitorwas attacked by asev en footm arlin -itswam  straightto-
wards him shaking itshead from  side to side,he was af raid to shootitand whatcould have 
been arecord fish was lost.

Day Two
Afterheavy over-nightrain,we thoughtthatconditions m ay have changed butlike the day be-
fore,the com petition started w ith aforce5 gale.Today t he fish had m oved north.Gerald Lim
landed one spanish m ackerelof15 kilo,he also m issed one large kingfish and stillcan©tunder-
stand how!South African,Tony Heugh,landed eightdiffer entspecies which broughthisposi-
tion rightup afterabad firstday.Thisisanew record for the Classic.Fifteen yearold South
CoastBarracuda m em ber,Jarrod Eriksson,in the sam e bo atas Ray Schm idt,dropped overthe 
side and im m ediatelysaw alarge sam son fish cruising  below the boat.
A fterfollow ing the sam son,he dived towards itnotici ng alarge jewfish,approxim ately25 ki-
los,beneath it,lying on the seabed.He decided to chan ge tactics which isalways abad m ove 
and go forthe jewfish,he shotitatclose range w ith do uble-powerbands,only to find the spear
bouncing offitsspine,losing both the jewfish and the  sam son.Coff©sHarbour
local,M ick Davison,who too aseventh position in the fi rstBlue W aterClassic,decided to sit
on one spotfortwo hours,justdropping burley (shredd ed fish)butitpaid offeventuallyas he 
landed two eightkilo spanish 
m ackerel.

Outof78 com petitors,29 did notweigh-in fish including m yselfand Barryhoweverlastyear©s
cham pion,Andy Ruddock,only finished in 22nd place pro ving thatfirstplaceishardlyguar-
anteed.Inapelagicspecies com petition firstplace can  fallto anyone.You need to be in the 
rightplace atthe righttim e!Thistim e,the w innerwas 2 6 yearoldEdward
Haym an from  SouthAfricawho received hisawardon the evening ofday two atthe awards 
ceremony held atW oolgoolga Bowling Club.

During the days leading up to the com petition and on t he days them selves,Barryand Ihad m et
m any fellow spearfisherm en and m ade good friends.Am ongstthem ,Rob Torelliwho invited 
us to fish atTweed Heads,som e threehoursup the coast.Tw enty-fouryearold Ray Powell
was inon the deal.Thisissom ething we w illneverforge t.W e weretold to carrypowerheads 
as sharks wereusuallypresentin thisarea.The firstdiv e proved thisto be true.W hilstcross-
ing Fido©sReef,we swam  directlyabove ashark frenzy.A tleast20 bronze whalers,varying in
sizefrom  five to eightfootcam e in quickly to challenge us.They wereon every level,m id wa-
ter,on the surface and one m etreoffthe seabed.Thisw as the firstofm any sightings including

W e had the idea to go abroad and explorethe sea floor on the otherside ofthe 
Channelforseveralyears.W hen we m etthe English diver sBarryand Georges 
Colem an atthe VIelleD©oritgave us the opportunity.W e m ade an appointm entto
take partin acom petitionatDurdleDor,the second round ofthe British Cham pion-
ship on 29th ofJune nearPoolein Dorseton the south coast.
Afterarough windy Channelcrossing,and acclim atizing  to driving on the left,we 
ateacopious English breakfastthatwas alittlebitindi gestiblejustbeforeadive.W e 
wereready forthe com petition inspiteofthe cold water (12%  )which m oderated 
ourenthusiasm .W arm lywelcom ed by the organizersand th e Colem an fam ily,we 
werealittlesurprised.W e wereused to the crowds ofthe  French cham pionship,
therewerejust43 diversthatisto say about70%  ofthe sou th coastcom petitors.
Although spearfishing isam arginalsportand notpractis ed m uch in the restof
England,the sporting abilities ofthe English divers areproved regularly in
internationalcom petitions.W ithM ick Vealtaking l4th p lace atthe lastworld chal-
lenge in Gigon in 96. The otherEnglish starsDave Baile y,PeteCrawford and Eric
Sm ith weresharpening theirspearsdeterm ined to getas m a ny pointsas possible
from  thissecond round towards theirBritish team  pla ces.In spiteofastorm ,which 
had been blowing on the English coastthe days before the com petition,the arease-
lected was protected byhigh cliffsofthe Portland pe ninsula,and offered clearwater
